Background

Preparing this work began innocently enough when I helped my maternal Grandmother Louisa Frances
(Ramsey) Rutherford record the story of her early years. That was in the 1960s. From there it has
grown to this current document. The first thirty years were truly a hit and miss proposition. Namely, I
worked on it only when precious little time was available. Then in January 2000, I retired making it
possible to focus on this undertaking.

Purpose

On numerous occasions, people asked what induced me to spend so much time and effort on a
document that arguably will have little appeal for most people. The purpose is not difficult to
understand. I want to share some of the family heritage with my descendants and to provide a baseline
from which others, who may chose to continue this work, will have a starting point. Due to the nature
of this enterprise, it will never be completed. At best, I hope it will cast some light on our branch of the
Darwin and Rutherford family and the links that exist to the many related families.

Being a self proclaimed family historian and genealogist is not an easy task for the one performing the
work and for that matter that person's family. It is arduous, time consurning and yes can become
addictive. Nevertheless, it is also gratifying and eminently rewarding. It is hoped that something in this
document will encourage a future generation to continue chronicling our family's story.

Scope
The initial objective was to record what I could learn for the primary related families. On my father’s
side that would be the Darwin, Gardner, Hodson and Bates families while my mother’s line consisted

of Rutherford, Ramsey and Clary. As you can see by referring to the family tree the objective, over
time, has somewhat grown.
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Each family section will begin with a brief introduction that will set the stage for our family members.
By necessity, it will only be a collection of highlights. Still it is my hope it will tell you a little about
the life and times in which our ancestors lived.

Important note:

The principal genealogical reports use the NGS Quarterly format. However, you will find this
document departs somewhat from the traditional genealogy register. There are a series of appendices.
It is in this section that [ have attempted to record various aspects of the family history. As with most
history, the data is a mixture of fact and folklore. The intent is to provide the reader with a feel of the
times, events and the people that presented within these pages. In addition, you need to know this when
you see a name such as Mary// it means no maiden name is known. If it is recorded, //Darwin currently
I do not know the given name.

Relationship Terms
(Source: Bidwell Family Association Spring 2002 Newsletter)

o First Cousin: are those who have two of the same grandparents as you. They are the children of
your aunts and uncles.

e Second cousin: Family members who have the same great-grandparents as you, but not the same
grandparents.

e Third, fourth, fifth cousins, etc. For each generation add another set of grandparents in common.
Third cousins have the same great-greats as you but not great, etc.

e Removed: This indicates that two people are from different generations. “Removed” is not used to
describe your relationship with first cousins who are in the same generation as you, the word “once
removed” means there is a difference of one generation. For example, your mother’s first cousin is
your first cousin, once removed. “Twice removed” means that there is a two-generation difference.

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This 1s the only time the Darwin Coat of Arms is shown. Those of us in this book do not
qualify for such a rarified status. Our people were farmers, laborers and craftsman —
Still it is pretty
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Robert Charles Darwin, my third Great grandfather, and his family arrived in New York on 10
November 1858 then moved to Joliet Illinois. That is our point of origin in the USA. What caused
Charles and Frances (Spriggs) Darwin to immigrate we can only speculate. Nevertheless, I think it is
safe to say they like all of us were products of their time and surrounding events. Most of which were
beyond their immediate control. What we do know is our family-members were laborers who worked
for others and independent farmers and craftsmen.

The eighteenth and nineteenth century was a period of tremendous happenings in Great Britain. It was a
nation altered from an agricultural into an industrial county. While abroad, there were great wars, which
laid the foundations of the empire. All of this extended trade and the product of raw materials stimulated
industry and its inventions.

This growth of industrialism shifted large masses of people from the county to the town, as such labor
was needed for the mills. Yet, the wars at the same time confronted the country with the necessity of
raising armies and large quantities of foodstuffs to feed the increasing population of the towns.
Likewise, because of the wars, imports from Continents were frequently stopped and all this had a great
effect on their system of farming and land-holdings.

This introduction provides a broad base of events that took place on or about the time of birth and death
of the principal Darwin ancestors. What I learned was their times were in many ways similar to ours;
Wars, depressions, plagues, labor unrest, taxation of all sorts and a continual struggle to improve the
working classes’ social status. A plus sigh (“+”) notes the birth of a person while the minus (*-)
signifies their death.

Regional Background - 1853 White's Directory

South Leverton and Cottam

Leverton (South) parish contains 484 inhabitants, and 2500 acres of land, including the township of Cottam, which contains
89 inhabitants, and about 625 acres of land, which, by an agreement of the parishioners, was formed into a distinct township
to keep its own poor.

South Leverton is a scattered pleasantly situated village, 5 miles east from Retford, commanding extensive prospects, in
which Lincoln minister may be seen at a distance of 20 miles. The Lincoln branch of the Manchester, Sheftield &
Lincolnshire Railway runs through the parish, and has two stations; one about half way between the village and North
Leverton, and the other at Cottam.

The Church, dedicated to All Saints, is an ancient structure, with nave, chancel, side aisles, and a tower, in which are three
bells, and which in 1846 had about £400 expended upon it in alterations, repairs and re-pewing. The living is a vicarage,
valued in the King's Books at £6 13s 4d, and by the gift of William Rufus, is in the patronage and appropriation of the Dean
of Lincoln, and the incumbency of the Rev. John Mickle. At the enclosure in 1797 of the open fields and marshes, 382a 2r
30p of land were awarded to the Dean of Lincoln, and 53a 3r 15p to the vicar, in lieu of the great and small tithes, in addition
to 10a Ir 17p of ancient glebe.

Under draining the land has for several years been rapidly progressing here, and the parish expended annually for five years
£500 in making and repairing their roads, which amount to about 18 miles. G.S. Foljambe Esq. is the lord of manor, the
principal owners are Lord Middleton and G.H. Vernon Esq., and the latter is lessee under the Dean of Lincoln; Rev. H.
Massingberd, the Trustees of the late William White Moody, Thos. W. Gylby and G.K. Holmes Esq. are also owners in the
manor, which was of the King's great soke of Mansfield, and was granted in 22nd of Henry IIT to Henry de Hastings. The
parish feast is held on the Sunday before October 2nd. John Sampson in 1691 granted to eight trustees the school buildings,
and a yearly rent charge of £20, out of an estate for the maintenance of a master to teach poor children of South Leverton.
The vicar of this parish and those of North Wheatley and Sturton are appointed visitors to inspect the school and the trustees'
accounts. A neat Wesleyan Chapel was erected in 1847, at a cost of £350.

Research Comments -

Whilst checking marriages at South Leverton [ found a marriage of a Daniel Darwin to Sarah Copeland in 1764 and since it
did not appear to be a possibility for Daniel junior, I think this is the second marriage for Daniel Senior, since Elizabeth
(Hunt) died in 1762.

Daniel Darwin of this Parish and Sarah Copeland of the Parish of Clarborough were Married in this Church by Banns this
29th Day of Dec. in the Year One Thousand seven Hundred and sixty four by me Thos Hurst, Vicar. Witnesses Robt
Keyworth & J. Bingham. South Leverton All Saints p12 no3. The signature of Daniel looks very like that for the second
witness at the marriage of William Darwin in 1758.

Daniel DARWIN and Elizabeth HUNT were married on 20 February 1717/18 in North Muskham Parish, Nottingham
County, England.j Elizabeth HUNT (daughter of Robert HUNT and MARY\\) was born on 10 October 1693 in South

Scarle, Nottingham County, England.6 She died on 8 October 1762 in South Leverton, Nottingham County, England.—'r She
was buried on 10 October 1762 in South Leverton, Nottingham County, England. She is reference number 41.

There is no marriage or burial for Anne in the registers of South Leverton. The records around the
time of her birth and shortly afterwards are very faded and I think it possible that she may have died

as an infant, but that register for that period is not readable. Of course, it is possible that she may
have survived and have left the parish.

I am still unable to locate Mary's Death record beyond the input from Charles. The state explanation is -

The Illinois General Assembly in 1843 passed its first legislation providing for the registration of births and deaths with
county clerks. Because the law made the act of registration a voluntary process, few counties began recording births and
deaths. Legislation approved in 1877 again mandated this duty for county clerks. But the law again provided for no
enforcement and this resulted in many counties keeping records only irregularly.

A 1915 statute provided for the first effective system of registration of births, deaths, and stillbirths in Illinois. It required the
State Board of Health and county clerks to record these events and provided a system of financial incentives for local
registrars. In 1919 the Illinois Department of Public Health was established as the successor agency to the State Board of
Health.

IMPORTANT: Much of the information pertaining to the Higinbotham family and related ancestry are from the works of Mr.
John FISHBECK. Any errors in transcription and entering the data into my records are solely my responsibility. I have not
attempted to determine the sources used by John rather I have entered the data herein as a courtesy to others researching the
noted family lines.

Walnut Township lays on the divide between the Republican River and White Rock creek; it is principally upland and
considerably broken, but is nevertheless, rich and productive. There is considerable timber on the different streams,

the principal of which is Walnut, from which the township takes its name. It is thickly settled by intelligent, industrious
farmers, and the society is good.

The first settlers were J. G. Moon and A. I. Sprague, who settled here in the

spring of 1870. The next were J. T. Hollenbeck, John Green, A. B. George,

Abel Carter, Enoch Scott and Job Williams, who settled in 1871.

Walnut was originally a portion of White Rock township. It was organized as an independent township February 12, 1874.

Informant on John's Death Certificate was George W. Darwin his son - George's' address at the time was Guide Rock, NE.
George did not know his Grand Mother's maiden name or place of birth.

Dear Don,

I have today started research on Clara E Darwin. I am unable to find any death record for her other than a cemetery record.
Considerable confusion and uncertainty long have existed regarding confidentiality of vital statistics records held by local
officials in the State of Kansas.

The first effort to establish a vital statistics registration system in the state (L. 1885, ch.129) included no statutory
restrictions on public access to the birth, death and marriage records to be collected by local boards of health, physicians,
and property assessors and reported to the State Board of Health.

The volumes of birth and death records pre-dating mid-1911 now held by many county clerks and county register of deeds
offices were apparently compiled pursuant to this 1884 law. This registration system, incidentally, never became well-
established, and the records which have survived are usually quite incomplete.

Jewell County has 3 Registers of Birth, Death & Marriages located in our office covering a time period from December
1886 to January 1909, with some years in between missing. These registers are incomplete and in some cases very
sporadic. Ichecked the Register that covered 1907 for Clara E. Darwin's death and could find no record for her.

However, as mentioned above, I have found a cemetery record for her. I have also found that her marriage to Walter
Darwin was a second marriage. She had married William S Williams, a man twice her age, in 1879, she divorced as he
apparently was according to the Case an abusive man, and she married Walter Darwin in 1886; she and William Williams
had one minor child. If you are interested in any of these records, please let me know.

I can also tell you from our Jewell County Assessment Rolls that Clara's parent's were Willard & Phoebe Soule and that as
of 1877 she had sisters, Emma, Alice and Ida.

R.C., John, & Walter Darwin all owned land in Jewell County, as did Williard F & Phoebe Soule.

According to the newspapers much of Albert's actions were laid at "religious insanity" and
being a convert of this man's teachings.

P . DOWIE, John Alexander (1847-1907), British religious leader, born in Edinburgh, and
Albert H. Darwin | educated at the University of Edinburgh. He was ordained to the Congregationalist
ministry and became pastor of a church in Alma, South Australia. Believing he could cure
disease by prayer, he moved to Melbourne and founded the Divine Healing Association of Australia and New Zealand. In
1888 he went to the U.S., where he attracted many followers and in 1896 organized the Christian Catholic Church in Zion.
Dowie proclaimed himself "Elijah the Restorer" in 1901 and, using money donated by his followers, bought land in Illinois
north of Chicago. Here he founded Zion City, later renamed Zion, where he ruled his flock like a dictator. The church
became active in missionary work. In 1903 Dowie was ridiculed in New York City when he led his "hosts" there to reform
the city, and he was attacked by a mob in London a year later. In 1905 the people of Zion City deposed him, charging fraud,
tyranny, and polygamy.
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Albert died in late 1905 but in fact, his first attempt at suicide following the murder failed. The police arrested him for the
Killing.

Here is the Missouri excerpt from a U.S. Government report summarizing various state poor laws in 1904. Report was
titled: Special Reports, Paupers in Alms Houses - 1904

Missouri - The county court of each county is charged with the care of the inhabitants of the county who are entitled to
relief. No poor person is deemed an inhabitant who has not resided in the county for twelve months next preceding the time
of any order being made respecting such poor person. The county court may, however, at its discretion grant relief to all
persons, without regard to residence, who may require its assistance.

The county court may erect a poorhouse, appoint a superintendent of the same, and make all rules and orders for the
management. The superintendent has power to cause, by reasonable and humane [means] all inmates who are able to do
useful work to perform the same. County may let out the support of the poor by contract...

The following untitled article is about the Howell County Poor Farm near West Plains, Missouri. It was taken from the
local newspaper (The Quill ) on May 22, 1987.

“The county sent a lot of people down there. Everybody that nobody wanted, they ended up down there," said Joe Aid,
describing the Howell County Poor Farm.

Aid, West Plains, who is known for his collection of pictures and memorabilia, said he has no pictures of the Poor Farm.
" can't even remember seeing any," he said.

Doing research for the story brought back scenes from childhood with any grandmother admonishing her children about
their spending habits, "Be careful, or you'll end up in the poor farm." or, commenting on people who used to live near us, I
don't know what happened to them. They may have had to go to the poor farm.”

To a child, it had the feeling of fairy tale monsters or being threatened by boogey man. Nobody would really do that to
someone, would they?

But of course they would, and did. People with no place to go had to go somewhere.

In Howell County, they often went to a place officially called the county welfare farm.

For some, it was a place to work off a court fine in Depression days when cash was harder to come by than 30 days’
time.

For others, it was better than anything they had had out on their own.

For many, it was the end of the line, as they lived out their lives and died, with nowhere to go, and no one -to notify when
they were gone.

Just over the lip of a grassy rise from the buildings that still stand on the old welfare home property, the county cemetery
sits inside a curve on Howell Co. Rd. 868, about six miles southeast of West Plains.

It is a quiet, peaceful place these days, shaded by a large oak tree and several pines. The wind whispers quietly in the
leaves and needles, sounding strangely respectful.

For years after the farm was sold in 1955, the cemetery was forgotten and allowed to grow up in brush and briars.
Recently, the county commissioners ordered it cleared and cleaned up so it could be mowed.

The clearing revealed a pathetic little scattered grouping of tombstones, all alike, except for the names. Even some of
those are identical, with five stones sharing the name "unknown." Only 26 of the graves are marked. The rest were
apparently marked at an earlier time with wooden markers, now long gone. The only marks now are the slight mounds and
depressions of identical dimensions, in columns and rows.

Seen in the late afternoon, when shadows are long and help define the contours of the land, the cemetery is apparently
full, or almost.

"At one time there was about 60 or 70 people there at the farm, in the late '30s and early '40s," said John Gid Morrision,
who served as Howell County Clerk while the farm was still open and who now lives on a farm just down the road, within
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sight of the cemetery. "The cemetery was for people who lived there at the farm and people who didn't have anywhere else
to be buried."

Among those was a man who is listed in county records as a "white male, about 30, supposed to be killed by a train." The
record is dated June, 1936, when countless men fitting that description were traveling the country by rail, incognito, looking
for work and survival.

Another, recalled by long time West Plains resident Dail Allen, was a reputed "bootlegger" during prohibition days.

"I remember they caught a bootlegger, he put up a fight and they killed him. They buried him down there," Allen said. "I
always think of that when I drive by there. [ remember they took him to that undertaker's parlor down next to where the
library is now. Me and another kid went down there and looked at him. It was kind of a big event in those days. The town
was a lot smaller then."

A volume of county records listing activities at the farm between 1927 and 1946 show at least 31 persons as having been
buried at the cemetery. None of the names listed correspond with the names on the stones.

A long afternoon spent in the vault where county records are kept revealed at once too little and too much about the
farm's former residents.

A woman named America lived at the farm for five years before dying on July 4, 1936.

The body of a man who was buried at the cemetery in 1936 was exhumed and moved to Illinois to be near relatives in
1950.

John T. Matthews, who lived at the farm from 1922 to 1936, signed an affidavit overriding his relatives wishes to claim
his body when he died, electing to buried at the farm, near his friends.

Many records after 1939 ended with "Released. Got old age pension." According to documents filed with the patient
records, the old age pension at that time amounted to about $25 a month - not much, but enough to get off the farm.

Other records are more pathetic.

"E.S., April through June, had a baby here."

"W.F. Stevens, 68, here a few hours and died. Relatives not none of."

And repeated too often, "No relatives. No one to notify."

They were the county's paupers, explained Buford Skaggs, West Plains, who was presiding judge of Howell County
during many years of the farm's operation.

"Before there was Social Security or the old age pension, people had nowhere to go, no home, no food," Skaggs said. "At
the farm, they had their own dairy, butchered their own meat, and raised most of their own food. Those that were able to
work got out and cut wood, hauled hay and brought in a little cash for the county. They was took good care of. We had
people there to cook their meals and wash their clothes for them," he said. "It wasn't a self-supporting deal, but it didn't cost
too much to run the place."

And when the people died with nothing, Skaggs explained, the county would bury them.

"We would buy the caskets a dozen or half dozen at a time. We had an arrangement with an undertaker. We kept them
down there in a building," he said.

Allen said he remembers the caskets. "I was down there when I was a kid and I remember going In one of those sheds
and saw two or three wooden coffins. That'd kind of open your eyes," said Allen, who was acquainted with some of the
people who worked at the farm.

Not many had their eyes open to conditions at the farm, according to one county employee who asked not to be
identified.

"It was something no one wanted to talk about or think about," he said, adding that for the people who lived at the farm,
the best thing that ever happened was when it was closed and sold in 1955.

"They were able to get all those people into nursing homes, where they could get the proper care.”

Patient care at the farm, while the best the county could offer, wasn't much, the employee said. Prisoners, the mentally ill,
the mentally retarded and the old and abandoned were all lumped together In one place.

"It wasn't a good place," he said. "Cold, wet, those old concrete floors, the cells. It wasn't a place you'd want any of your
people to be."

Can you imagine what a surprise it was to have these facts come to light as [ began researching my family history? It
certainly has proven one simple truth. The more villainous the person or deed the greater the paper trail there is to be found.
Such things as newspaper articles, police, autopsy and coroner reports all add pieces to the story.

This tale had all the perquisites for a modern day soap opera. Forbidden love, family denial, a hint of the occult and a tragic
end thought by some to be just-reward for their transgressions.
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It is in such circumstances that history ceases to be merely the recording of dates, names and events. For now it becomes
personal. It's your family, your past.

The shooting followed a walk through Garfield Park and took place while the couple was waiting to board a streetcar. It
was stated that Darwin was infatuated with the woman, but locally the opinion prevails that his religious insanity had more
to do with the affair than anything else did.

Insanity brought about by being a convert of the faith propounded by John Alexander Dowie and it is believed that his
fanaticism was in a large measure responsible for his crime. He was a widower his wife having died some two years ago
while the family resided in Zion City

Now for the end of the tale...

Mrs. Annie W. (Simpson) Gray was returned to her home in Joliet, Illinois and interred in the Darwin family plot at
Oakwood Cemetery.

Albert H. Darwin shot his victim five times killing her instantly. He then attempted to commit suicide but was prevented by
a number of men who overpowered him before he could turn the gun upon himself. He was saved from lynching by prompt
arrest.

Murderer Darwin hangs himself following frustrated jail delivery [attempted breakout]

The fact is Albert was not a religious zealot, as he put it in his confession "love was the cause of our trouble."

ALLEN M. DARWIN is one of the most alert and progressive young [35] business men of the village of Virginia, where he
leases and conducts the grain elevator and also is the owner of a well ordered automobile garage in connection with which
latter enterprise he is agent for the popular Buick automobile.

Mr. Darwin was born in [Horse Grove] Wright County Iowa, April 29 1883 and is a son of George and Emma (Taylor)
Darwin, the former of whom was born in England, about 1856, and the latter of whom was born in Will County, Illinois, in
1860. The death of the father occurred in 1910 [family record shows 1909] and that of the mother in 1912 [1911] their
marriage having been solemnized at Joliet, Illinois. George Darwin was four years of age when his parents came to United
States and established their home in Illinois, where he was reared and educated, and in Iowa he continued his alliance with
farm industry until about 1894, when he came with his family to Gage county and settled on a farm in Filley township. In
the following year he engaged in the meat market business in the village of Virginia, where he continued operations along
the line for eleven years and where both he and his wife passed the remainder of their lives. Of the six children the subject
of this review is the eldest; Harry E. is a farmer in Sherman township; May is the wife of Roy Ramsey, who is engaged in
business in the city of Beatrice; Vern is a commercial traveler and maintains his home in Sioux City, Iowa; Beatrice is the
wife of Glenn C. McKinney, a farmer in Colorado; and Clifford is, in [918, a student in the high school at Beatrice.

RANDA SUE GARDEN'S third children's book, "Penny the Penguin," recently rolled off the press.

Penguins with personality-plus prance across the pages of "Penny the Penguin."

Penny, described by author Randa Sue Garden as a "charming, little penguin," stars in the Norfolkan's third children's book.
The recently released book is now on local store shelves.

It's a tale told in rhyme. Gar-den writes in the forward of her book:

"As Penny and her Penguin friends migrate to the warmer North Bay, they encounter some real challenges, but through per-
severance and determination the penguins all survive the trip. This heartwarming story teaches children about the migration
of penguins as well as the importance of being kind and helpful to others."”

Garden's two other books also feature an underlying theme.

That's in keeping with child-hood advice from her mother. "Every day when [ would leave for school, my mother would
always say to me, 'Be sweet and kind and do your best,' " Garden said.

Her first book, "The Kangaroo from Kalamazoo," came out in 1993. Its theme, Garden said, is to "go after your goals and
dreams with confidence and self-esteem."

Her second book, "Gilletta Saves the Circus," was printed in 1995. Commissioned by Gillette Nebraska Dairies, the book
teaches children the nutritional value of milk through Gilletta the Cow.

WHILE HER books are targeted to children, Garden said they're just as enjoyable for adults. "It's especially amazing how
many adults love and collect penguins," she said.
In doing research for her penguin book at the Brookfield Zoo in

Chicago, the Norfolkan said she was mesmerized by the antics of penguins.

"I would just stand there and watch them for the longest time," Garden said.

Garden named the characters in her penguin book after family members. She's Penny. The nine other featured penguins
include her husband, Jim; mother and father Clarice and Hank Lumsden of Norfolk; daughters Jamy and Nikki; and Brother
Scott Lumsden.

The creative process for the book was a collaborative effort among Garden, her brother and her sister-in-law, Gina Garden.

Gina Garden, a graphic designer in Kearney, did the illustrations for all three of Randa's books. Lumsden, who is an
architect in Chicago, did the colorization by hand of the illustrations in "Penny the Penguin."
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Garden's books are told in humorous rhyme, a style she's enjoyed writing since her teens.

"Penny the Penguin" was more than a decade in the works, she said, as it was relegated to the back burner while she worked
on her degrees from Wayne State College. She earned her bachelor's degree in marketing/business in 1996 and her master's
degree in communication arts two years later.

SHE'S NOW at work on her doctorate at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln.
"There's no children's book now in the making, but my dissertation will be my next book," she said. "Dissertations are
always pretty thick."

Her dissertation focuses on the impact the Internet has had on patient-doctor relations. Garden said she plans to finish the
coursework for her doctorate in 2006 - and then perhaps begin penning a fourth children's book

Garden's areas of professional interest - as a student and instructor - are both health and instructional communications.

This semester she is teaching speech communication classes at both WSC and Northeast Community College in Norfolk.
Next semester will be devoted to teaching a new, senior-level speech communications class that focuses on health-care
topics to WSC students seeking medical careers.

"Penny the Penguin" was partially underwritten by the late Harold R. and Mae Frey of Pierce, both former teachers and
lifelong supporters of education. Garden said the Freys under-stood the importance of learning to enjoy reading at a young
age. Garden said she is the process of developing a Web site - www.pennythepenguin.com - to market her books.
